The meeting was called to order at 6:34 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
 
CITY OF LONG LAKE UPDATE 
Mayor Hultmann reported that the Long Lake True Value store had opened on March 14 at 8:00 am.  
He encouraged the viewing audience to visit the new store. 
 
He also indicated that at a recent Chamber of Commerce meeting, representatives of Harvest Moon 
stated that they will be changing the store format to carry other grocery items besides 
organic/natural product and would be changing their pricing. 
 
Lastly, Mayor Hultmann stated that the Farrington’s store in downtown Long Lake would be 
relocating to Excelsior for reasons related to their type of client base and traffic/parking availability.

BUSINESS ITEMS 
 
2011 Sanitary Sewer Cleaning and Televising 
Wurzer reported that previously the City’s engineering firm SEH, Inc. completed a sewer inflow and 
infiltration (I and I) study to document work already completed, identify potential I and I and 
determine the need for further I and I abatement measures to address the MCES surcharge.  In that 
study SEH recommended that Long Lake proceed with cleaning and televising of the areas found to 
have excess I and I. 
 
Public Works recently sent out a Request for Proposals for the cleaning and televising of 7,200 linear 
feet of sanitary sewer located in District 3.  This district was found to have the second highest clear 
flows during the five month monitoring period.  District 4 had the highest flows and most of the 
repairs in that district have been completed. 
 
Three proposals were received ranging from $12,096.00 to $7,200.00.  The company submitting the 
lowest quote, Midwest Trenchless Technologies Inc., has been contacted to confirm compliance with 
job requirements and appears able to provide the finished product we need to assess the sewer 
condition in District 3.  Public Works has had positive experience working with Midwest Trenchless 
Technologies in the past.  
 
Staff is requesting the Council consider awarding the 2011 Sanitary Sewer Cleaning and Televising 
Project to Midwest Trenchless Technologies Inc. of Belle Plaine, MN at a cost of $1.00 per foot for 
the estimated 7,200 linear feet of District 3 sanitary sewer lines.  The estimated total cost of 
cleaning and televising is $7,200.00.  The project cost includes a color video, and a written report of 
all sewer line and manhole conditions.  If severe roots are encountered they will be cut out of the 
sewer lines at a proposed cost of $165.00 per hour. 
 
Council member Olson questioned whether the downtown area had ever been televised. 
 
Wurzer responded that televising of sanitary sewer lines downtown had been conducted in the mid-
1990’s and no significant structural problems were found at that time.  He stated that he would 
hope to have everything cleaned and televised again over a five-year period. 
 
Post clarified that the expense for the sanitary sewer cleaning and televising project was a budgeted 
item and the amount spent would be credited towards the total annual MCES surcharge owed. 
 
A motion was made by Skjaret, seconded by Chillstrom, to award the 2011 Sanitary Sewer Cleaning 
and Televising Project to Midwest Trenchless Technologies Inc. of Belle Plaine, MN and authorize the 
City Administrator to execute an agreement for completion of the project at an anticipated cost of 
$7,200.00.  Ayes:  all. 
 
Planning Case #2011-01 / Amendment of a Planned Unit Development (PUD) Master 
Plan and Final Site and Building Plan Review for a Storage Shed for the Western 
Hennepin County Pioneer Museum 
Post stated that the applicant, the Western Hennepin County Pioneer Museum, is proposing to 
construct a storage building on the south side of the museum.  The museum has had inadequate 
storage space since the acquisition of a portion of their property by Mn/DOT.   
 
The 1.6 acre property currently includes the museum building, a log shed and parking area. 
Currently, the property is served by two accesses, connected by a circular driveway, to Wayzata 
Boulevard and sidewalks extend along the Brown Road and Wayzata Boulevard right of way 
adjacent to the parcel. A drainage ditch is located along the south property line. 
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The property is zoned PUD and the boundary of the 1,000’ shoreland area bisects the northern 
portion of the site. The PUD zoning district allows public and semi-public land uses on property that 
is designated for institutional uses in the Comprehensive Plan. A variety of mature trees are located 
along the southern portion of the site and the site slopes southeasterly from Brown Road to the 
drainage ditch and Wayzata Boulevard.  
 
In July 2008, the City approved a rezoning from Institutional to PUD, a master development plan, 
final site plan, and a lot consolidation of the Pioneer Museum properties. The approvals allowed for 
the construction of an addition to the existing building for storage purposes and a parking area 
facing Wayzata Boulevard. Later in 2008, the applicants requested an amendment to the approved 
Master Plan to reconfigure the access to Wayzata Boulevard, relocate and downsize the paved 
parking lot, and add a “green” parking area within the existing lawn area adjacent to Wayzata 
Boulevard. Due to funding constraints the building addition was placed on “hold” by the museum 
board.  Since that time the applicant has changed and downsized the storage building needed from 
the 2008 vision of a museum addition to a smaller storage building.    
 
The Planning Commission held the required public hearing and reviewed the land use application for 
a PUD Amendment and Final Site and Building Plan Review for the storage building at their meeting 
on March 8, 2011.  The Commission voted unanimously to recommend the City Council adopt a 
resolution approving the PUD amendment and the final site and building plans for the storage shed.  
 
The architectural design of the storage building is complementary to the historic exterior appearance 
of the museum building and log shed. Architectural features of interest will include a cupola, display 
windows, a covered front entry, two second story dormers, and garage doors.  A walkway will be 
constructed from the existing parking area to the front entry of the storage shed. 
 
Exterior building materials include fiber cement (Hardi-board) siding interspersed with cedar batten. 
Cedar shingles will clad the dormers and gabled sides of the upper levels. All windows will contain 
transparent glass, as required by ordinance. The proposed materials will lend a wood-like 
appearance to the exterior of the building and staff believes these materials meet the intent of the 
applicable provisions of the PUD District. 
 
Council members were in favor of the storage building.   
 
Council member Carpenter questioned whether the location of the storage building would allow for it 
to be attached to the museum as part of an addition in the future. 
 
Applicant Steve Kelley replied that the building will be far enough away that connecting the two 
structures would not be feasible. 
 
Council member Olson emphasized the the ‘log shed’  on the site is an old log schoolhouse and 
should be respectfully referred to as such, as it is a historical asset to the museum property. 
 
A motion was made by Olson, seconded by Chillstrom, to adopt Resolution No. 2011-04 amending 
the Planned Unit Development (PUD) Master Plan and approving the Final Site and Building Plan 
Review for a storage shed for the Western Hennepin County Pioneer Museum with findings of fact 
and conditions noted in the resolution.  Ayes:  all. 
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OTHER BUSINESS 
 
Zoning Subcommittee – Council member Skjaret had attended the March 8 Planning Commission 
meeting and the Commission has established an ‘ad-hoc subcommittee’ to work on some of the 
Zoning Ordinance regulations, with emphasis on language addressing green technologies.   
 
Dump Truck on Private Property – Council member Skjaret noted that a large green dump truck 
had been spending nights and weekends parked at the Kenny’s market site and asked that staff 
follow up to be sure the truck is parked with the property owner’s permission.  It was suggested 
that it would be better if the truck owner obtained permission to park on property in the industrial 
district rather than in the downtown area.  
 
Park Board Update – Council member Chillstrom reported that the Park Board had their first 
meeting of 2011 and discussed a few projects including a potential dog park.  The Board will be 
meeting on a regular basis.  Council member Chillstrom noted that at the Council’s work session 
prior to the regular meeting, Council member Olson had shared some information regarding an all 
natural spray that may keep the geese away, and he would be sharing the information with the Park 
Board. 
 
Work Session Scheduling – A motion was made by Skjaret, seconded by Chillstrom, to schedule 
a City Council work session meeting for Tuesday, March 22, 2011 at 6:00 pm.  Ayes:  all. 
 
Website Project – Council member Olson questioned how the new City website was coming along.  
City Clerk Moeller replied that web building continues and she is learning more about site 
construction as work progresses. 
 
ADJOURN 
Hearing no objection, Mayor Hultmann adjourned the meeting by general consent at 7:01 pm.
