The meeting was called to order at 6:37 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
 
LONG LAKE NEWS UPDATE 
Mayor Hultmann reminded everyone to please shop local and support local businesses as often as 
possible.

A motion was made by Kaminski, seconded by Chillstrom, to approve the Agenda as presented.

A motion was made by Chillstrom, seconded by Kaminski, to approve the Consent Agenda as 
presented.  Ayes:  all. 
 
OPEN CORRESPONDENCE 
No one appeared to address the City Council during Open Correspondence. 
 
BUSINESS ITEMS 
 
Ratification of Long Lake Fire Relief Association Pension Benefit Level Change 
Fire Chief Van Eyll indicated that an earlier policy established by the Council in August of 2004 
attempted to provide pension benefit increases at 3% level in future years; however, due to 
changes in the economy that followed, 2008 was the last year of any pension increase when the 
ratified 3.0% increase rose to $2,889 per year of service.   
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2008 was also the year that the Fire Relief Association investment portfolio took a severe downturn 
with a related material reduction in pension plan assets. During 2009-2011, the pension investment 
portfolio had largely recovered from major losses and was again in a position of having pension 
assets exceed pension liability. Action taken by the Long Lake City Council in 2012 and 2013 ratified 
1.0% increases per year of service. The Long Lake Fire Relief Association Board of Trustees has 
again engaged their external auditors to prepare a pro forma as of December 31, 2014 to identify 
funding levels of net assets relative to plan liabilities for both standard assumptions (134%) used by 
the State in their funding guideline as well as more conservative assumptions (127%). 
 
The recommendation by the Board and Relief Association membership for a 2014 pension increase is 
15.3715%. Bearing in mind that the liability of any future pension shortfall resides with the City of 
Long Lake, municipal ratification/approval of Relief Association Board pension benefit change actions 
is required by State Statute because of the “guarantee” responsibility aspect the City is assuming. 
   
Staff support for this 15.3715% pension benefit level increase is conditioned on Council’s comfort 
level for the asset to liability funding level being above 110%.   
 
A motion was made by Skjaret, seconded by Chillstrom, to adopt Resolution No. 2014-09 
establishing municipal ratification of a pension benefit level change for the Long Lake Fire Relief 
Association from $2,947 to $3,400 per year of service.  Ayes:  all. 
 
Quarterly Police Services Update – Mike Risvold, Wayzata Police Chief 
Police Chief Risvold presented a comparison of year-to-date Police activities for the period of 
January through April 2014 to the previous year; highlighted awards given to WPD employees Sue 
Bobzien (retired) and Lt. Mike Murphy; updated the Council regarding investigation and prosecution 
of individuals involved in the home invasion case from July 2013 that occurred in Long Lake; 
discussed trends in burglaries and criminal activity; and explained the differences between Part 1 
and Part 2 crime classifications. 
 
Mayor Hultmann discussed the Police Department’s participation in efforts to reduce speed limits 
and increase speed limit enforcement for traffic coming off of Highway 12 into town; and noted that 
Xcel Energy will be installing a new street light for traffic in the area of the Orono Montessori School 
along CSAH 112, thereby improving visibility for traffic entering town.  The Mayor also reminded 
viewers that the Wayzata Police Department and Long Lake Fire Department vehicles will be 
stopping at neighborhood parks in the evening on the first Tuesday in August for Night to Unite 
activities. 
 
OTHER BUSINESS 
 
Orono Lions Crappie Fishing Contest – Council member Chillstrom noted that the Orono Lions 
Club had recently partnered with another Lions Club and held a successful crappie fishing contest on 
Lake Minnetonka, raising $23,000 for a children’s diabetes organization.   
 
Update on Billy’s Lighthouse Site – Council member Kaminski questioned whether there has 
been any ongoing interest by any developers for the former Billy’s Lighthouse site.  City Clerk 
Moeller confirmed that City staff has been contacted by multiple developers over the past few 
months, some who were in contact with the property owner, however there has been no further 
action by any of these developers than initial contact with staff at this point. 
 
Street Sweeping Dates – Council member Skjaret asked when spring street sweeping will be 
taking place.  Public Works Director Wurzer stated that street sweeping was delayed due to recent 
rains, but is now scheduled to take place during the week of May 12 as weather permits. 
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Update Regarding CSAH 112 Turnback Project – Council member Olson asked whether 
Hennepin County Engineer Jim Grube has offered any recent updates regarding the next 18 month 
period as the CSAH 112 Turnback Project moves forward.  Mayor Hultmann had not received any 
updates yet.  He noted that Hennepin County is currently conducting traffic counts at the Mayor’s 
request, so hopefully updated traffic count information will help as real estate agents consider 
opportunities to bring business to town.  Council member Olson stated that in trying to learn more 
about the pending project, it appears to her that the priority for bike trail projects along with road 
reconstruction is stemming from federal mandates; and the priority has been reflected in both 
MnDOT and Metropolitan Council materials and planning documents. 
 
Seasonal Use Permit Application for Long Lake – City Clerk Moeller advised that she has been 
in communication with Todd Wilson and is anticipating he will be submitting copies of an HCSO 
Water Patrol Seasonal Use Permit application for organized use of Long Lake and rowing activities to 
the cities of Long Lake and Orono and seeking the cities’ permission for issuance. 
 
ADJOURN 
A motion was made by Kaminski, seconded by Skjaret, to adjourn the meeting.  Ayes: all.  The 
meeting was adjourned at 7:05 pm.
